     The Bible is the one book in this world that teaches us what God requires that we must 

do to be saved and go to Heaven.  We are "to receive with meekness the implanted word, 

which is able to save your souls" (James 1:21).  There is no excuse for man’s ignorance of 

God’s word today.  "Therefore do not be unwise, but understand what the will of the Lord is" 

(Ephesians 5:17).  A person is unwise not to study the Bible.  The only way we can 

understand the will of the Lord is through Bible study.  Those who do not study God’s word 

are not able "to discern both good and evil" (Hebrews 5:14).  Those who do not study God’s 

word are "Having their understanding darkened, being alienated from the life of God 

because of the ignorance that is in them" (Ephesians 4:18).
